Due to the COVID 19 virus, and at the suggestion of USBC, the 2019-2020 Annual Meeting of NYCUSBC was cancelled. Term limits had to be addressed. The Board, by electronic vote, approved extension of all Officer and Director terms for one year. Directors whose terms were to end July 31, 2020 were appointed to one year terms ending July 31, 2021. 
I am here to report that our finances are all in order. Our budget and audit committee and our accountant have verified our accounts. NYCUSBC has made many cost cutting measures and will continue to cut the budget where we can in, order to service our membership. In 2014 we closed our Glendale Office and moved to a smaller location in Queens Village. In 2019 we closed the Queens Village office. The COVID Pandemic has hit New York City harder than the rest of our area. Bowlers stayed home instead of bowling and bowling establishments had to follow New York State guidelines and could not run at full occupancy.
